Any instructor who taught or is currently teaching in the 2011-12 academic year is
eligible for nomination. Teaching staff of any rank are considered to be instructors:
Full/Associate/Assistant Professors, Senior Lecturer, Lecturer. Teaching Assistants are not
eligible for this award. Nominees must also be published in the ASSU ANTI-CALENDAR.
