3)	Report of the Executive

F. Kayed thanked G. Johnson for a successful first Speaker Series event which took place the day before. She reiterated that for the next events a plan of promotion starting well before would need to be implemented to ensure that as many students who are interested can attend.

Kayed reported that she met once again with the representatives of the translink proposal to make a transit subsidy pilot program for UofT students. The algorithm will be developed by UTSU and both UTSU and ASSU will contribute money to the pilot. 

MOVED (Kayed/Kodikara): “To earmark up to $10,000 for the translink pilot project with UTSU to alleviate transit costs for students”

The Executive discussed the amount they were willing to contribute to the pilot. It was decided that both ASSU and UTSU should contribute the same amount for the pilot.

Kayed reported on updates to the CR/NCR advocacy. The survey that was supposed to have been sent to students before Reading Week but was not due to delays getting a response from reps from UTM. Kayed will meet with UTSU to talk about moving ahead with the advocacy plan. This project may end up being a UTSU/ASSU project. 

Kayed reported that they will meet with Don Boyes soon to get an update on the status of the syllabus archive that is being built of central UofT IT. 

Kodikara and Nettey reported that they have sent out acceptances to the editorial team of Arbor. They will extend the deadline of the Design Editor position. 

They also reported that article abstract submissions are looking good. 

Liu reported that the URC team is still looking for a Professor to head the Science selections committee. Kodikara suggested Prof. Kenneth Yip from CSB

Tessaro reported that the URC will likely need to be pused back into late Feb or early March due to the time it will take the selections committee to meet before the end of the year. 

Teassaro reported that the AI event with CSSU will take place mid-Jan. They are still waiting on some names of potential panelists from CSSU. 

Johnson reported that they were happy with the way the first speaker series event went, but that it was a hard time of year to get students engaged and earlier in Sept might be a better time. 

She reported that the contract with Medhi Hassan for the Speaker event in March was signed and they will start doing promotion at the end of the year/early Jan. 

Johnson reported that her and El-Dakhani will meet to work on their Accessibility access advocacy and report back to the Executive
